Please be advised that after the Spring 2012 semester, your cumulative grade point average (GPA) continues to be below a 2.0; therefore, you will continue on academic probation for any semester thereafter until your cumulative GPA is at a 2.0 or above.  Failure to reduce your B deficit after Fall 2012 will result in a disqualification from the College and/or the University.  

Since this is not your first time on probation, you will automatically be placed on academic contract which will require you to earn a semester GPA of 2.0 or higher (this will demonstrate academic progress by reducing your B deficit).  You are also welcome to schedule an appointment and sign another type of academic contract which entails a more holistic approach with Kyle Sharp or Nancy Rodriguez-Lorta before September 7, 2012.  You can schedule the appointment by calling (520) 621-3616 or in person at the Forbes Building Room 211.  
As part of your academic plan of action it is recommended you meet with your academic advisor.
