Based on your academic performance during the Spring 2012 semester, your cumulative grade point average (GPA) remains below a 2.0; therefore, you have been granted a courtesy semester for Fall 2012.  Disqualification from the College will be effective at the end of the Fall 2012 semester unless you meet with an academic advisor in the Office Academic Programs (OAP) to sign an academic contract and show significant academic progress by reducing your B deficit or attain good academic standing.  The B deficit is how many units of B you need to raise your cumulative GPA to a 2.0.  
Please note that an advising hold will placed on your UAccess Student account the first week in July. This hold will prevent you from making schedule changes for the Fall 2012 term and any future term. The hold will be removed once you meet with an advisor in OAP.
