You have been placed in Financial Aid Suspension status.  Suspension means you are not eligible for financial aid.  You must use your own resources to pay your Bursar’s Account balance. SAP standards are located at https://financialaid.arizona.edu/managing-my-aid/satisfactory-academic-progress-sap-policy. You may appeal this suspension by submitting a SAP appeal form.  Your financial aid will be reevaluated based on your eligibility and the availability of funds.  Please see your academic advisor for assistance with the Academic Plan and Academic Advisor Statement on pages three and four of the SAP Appeal Form.
If you have been awarded aid, you should submit your appeal form as soon as possible. The priority deadline for fall 2013 is July 1, 2013. Forms received after the priority deadline will be processed in the order in which they are received after the start of fall classes. No aid will be released to your Bursar’s Account unless your appeal is approved by a financial aid counselor.  If your appeal is denied, your aid will be cancelled. 
If you have recently submitted a SAP appeal form, you will be emailed the results of your appeal. 

You can also monitor your SAP status on your UAccess Student Center under My Financial Aid Status.
To help improve your academic performance, consider:

· Meeting with your academic advisor

· Focusing on completion of classes

· Tutoring/ Think Tank

· Seeking assistance from other campus resources

· Attempting fewer units* 

*Merit and other outside scholarships may have unit-based requirements
Consortium Agreements: If you are not meeting the SAP Pace standard and you have an approved consortium agreement, you need to submit an official transcript from the institution you attended to the Office of Registration and Transcripts. The transcript must indicate that you successfully completed all approved coursework with a ‘C’ grade or better. Official transcripts are automatically sent for students who were enrolled at Pima Community College with an approved consortium agreement.
Note: If you receive notification that you have been disqualified from the university, you are no longer eligible for financial aid.
