Fall 2013 Academic Probation Report

Attached is the Fall 2013 Academic Probation Report that illustrates the academic action taken by the Academic Standards Committee (ASC) in the College of Agriculture and Life Sciences of students in your departments/schools.  The report includes the semester and cumulative grade point averages, academic level, current and previous term B deficits, and email address.  In the “Letter” column you will find a list of numbers indicating the academic action taken.  The key is listed below with the number of students that fall under each category (for your reference). 
1 = University Disqualification (DQ) – (22 students)
1C
= College Disqualification (13 students were transferred to the College of Letters, Arts and Sciences to seek major exploration)

2 = 1st time Probation – (186 students)
3
= Continuing Probation  - (45 students)
4 = Congratulations for fulfilling academic contract, but continue on probation – (8 students)
6 = Courtesy semester (will be Disqualified after Spring 2013; students can appeal) – (26 students)
All students will be notified of their academic standing by Wednesday from the Registrar’s Office.  The Office of Career and Academic Services (CAS) will also send students an email on their status and the consequences associated with that standing.  Please let me know of any decision you do not agree with regarding your student(s) immediately, but no later than Monday 1/6/14 at 2pm.  The report has 29 students that are not fully graded as of today, but the majority have B deficits higher than 10 so a grade change will not affect their probationary status.  Throughout the semester if you happen to come across students that you know are on probation but were not on the report please let me know.  All students will be allowed to complete winter session courses, despite their disqualification. 
First time students on probation will be required to schedule an appointment with an advisor in CAS and major academic advisor department to discuss their status; create an academic plan of action; and submit academic progress reports prior to the Fall 2014 priority registration period. Students continuing on probation will be expected to demonstrate academic progress to be allowed to continue after spring.  All students on academic probation that fail to complete the steps above will have an advising hold placed on their UAccess student account which will prevent them from registering for Fall 2014 courses.  With this we anticipate students will get better informed early on as to what their options are in order to attain good academic standing.

The college will continue with our retention efforts for this Spring 2014 term.  We will continue to require first time freshmen on probation to be enrolled in CALS 195A or participate in the Promoting Academic Student Success (PASS) program (81 students qualify).  All first time transfer students (23 students) and freshmen (who have been here more than one term – 53 students) on probation for the first time will be invited to participate in the PASS program or enroll in the CALS195A class.  We will offer four sections of CALS 195A.  CALS 195A is a one unit class that will focus on student learning strategies. It will offer a one on one approach as to how they can be successful students in conjunction with having a peer mentor.  The class will be part of the student’s academic contract for first time freshmen on probation.
The students with Letter 1 either have B deficits higher than 21 or had previously received a “courtesy semester” letter and failed to demonstrate academic progress.  As listed in the key above, there are 22 students that fall under this category.  Student academic agreements (former academic contracts) are accessible via UAccess Student Center.  In CAS we will continue to maintain a database of students that meet with an advisor to review their academic agreement. If interested in this detailed information for your department please let me know.
The Fall 2013 report for CALS includes a total of 300 students; 19 more students compared to last Fall.  186 students are on academic probation for the first time.  Your time and effort in working with these students is greatly appreciated.
