Goldwater Scholars demonstrate outstanding potential, and they intend to pursue research-oriented careers in mathematics, the natural sciences, or engineering. Each scholarship covers eligible expenses for undergraduate tuition, fees, books, and room and board, up to a maximum of $7,500 annually.

	To be eligible to apply, students must be either US citizens, nationals, or permanent residents in their second or third year at UArizona studying and already conducting considerable research in STEM fields. They must also be enrolled at UArizona in the academic year following receipt of the scholarship.

National deadline for Application Materials: Late January 

A campus nomination committee reviews all applications and selects four UArizona nominees. We may select a fifth nominee if one of the candidates is a transfer student. They also provide feedback to the nominees. After the nominees make any necessary revisions, their applications are forwarded to the Goldwater Foundation. It reviews roughly 1200 applicants each year and selects up to 260 Goldwater Scholars.
