Because of Cooperative Extension:

· NEPA documents and grazing decisions on the Tonto National Forest are more closely tied to on the ground scientific data.
· Ranchers are better able to evaluate ecological processes and manage adaptively through participation in rangeland assessment and monitoring.
· In concert with a major feed company consulting with University of Arizona scientists, beef cattle mineral nutrition supplements have been developed that match Arizona range conditions.
· The abandoned gymnasium of a historic school was renovated in Miami, AZ, receiving $420,000 in grants and upgrades from local mining companies, APS and Phoenix Suns in order to host a regional garden conference in 2013.

· Initial outreach to wildland urban interface communities helped facilitate fuel reduction activities on over 100,000 acres across the state, resulting in Arizona's communities being far more prepared for wildfire today than a decade ago.

· The seasonal Globe-Miami Farmers' Market was formed in 2011 and will begin its 4th successful season in 2014.
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Each year, 800 elementary age children in Gila County receive instruction and “hands-on” experiences in Agriculture Awareness and mining. 

· Youth are gaining important life skills through 4-H and school enrichment activities in such areas as public speaking, record keeping, community service, resume writing and interview skills, financial literacy, and leadership. Research has shown (Astroth & Haynes, 2002 Journal of Extension, http://www.joe.org/joe/2002august/a6.php; Lerner et al., 2012, Positive Youth Development, http://www.4-h.org/about/youth-development-research/positive-youth-development-study/ ) that 4-H youth are 2-3X less likely to engage in risky behavior and 2-3X more likely to contribute positively to the community.
· Nutritional education is being provided to both adults and youth in both Gila County and on the San Carlos Apache Reservation. Preschool age children are introduced to fruits and vegetables themed around a garden. Preschool age teachers/care givers are provided with resources that promote healthy eating, physical activities, and health education. 
· San Carlos community members are introduced to resources that increases literacy involvement in classrooms and at home.
