Criteria for Selection: 
· Awards for Pastoralists, communities, local institutions Conserving Local Breeds and Development of Common Property Resources (CPR)/ Pasture land 2023 is being organized by SEVA in association with volunteers of Honey Bee Network, LIFE Network , Regional IYRP Support Group (RISG), for South  Asia, Centre for Pastoralism- Sahjeevan,  and National Bureau of Animal Genetic Resources.  For selected  pastoralists / communities who directly or indirectly responsible for their traditional wisdom, keeping  local breeds and regeneration of range lands. Award  prize of Rs. 15,000/-  (182 USD) and certificate  will be given. The award function place and date will be announced in course of time. 
· The merit of each pastoralist – his / their community role in breed conservation / breed development, contribution for restoring common property resources / pastureland management / best practices or innovation will be the criteria for evaluating entries.

Last date for Submission :
The entries should be submitted only in the ‘Model proforma’ format enclosed.    There are 2 types of proforma.  For pastoralists conserving local breeds the proforma is separate from those apply for CPR / Pasture land development. One type of proforma shall be used depending upon the category they apply. 
The last date for receipt of the completed applications is 31, August 2023.

Selection Committee :

· Selection committee will include  official nominee from NBAGR, Karnal and IGFRI, Jhansi. The decision of the selection committee will be final and binding.
· Verification of claims will be undertaken for selected cases if it is needed with the help of  few independent experts / scientists from universities etc.
