2012 AGRISCIENCE AWARDS

One $5,000 Agriscience Educator Award will be presented to a current high school 
 educator, with at least five years of teaching experience, and who emphasizes 
 concepts, principles and applications in their curriculum to promote the study of 
 agriscience to students.      

$1,000 Agriscience Student Awards 

Two $1,000 Agriscience Student Awards will be presented to current high school 
students who are making or have recently made significant and positive contributions 
related to the study of agriscience.
