COURSE METHODOLOGY/TEACHING FORMAT
Students will be presented lecture material (posted as a Powerpoint, recorded in Panopto), read material from the course textbook and handouts, and review select internet links to prepare for the graded work, which will include exams, weekend assignments, essays, and term projects.
COURSE OBJECTIVES
Students will learn about the biology and ecology of fungi at an introductory level.  In addition, students will learn about the intersection of fungal biology and ecology with humans and human activities.  Students will also learn how to review scientific literature and how to present scientific content in an investigative essay. Topics covered in this course include:
Fungi as food (shitake, truffles, vegemite, huitlacoche, and other strange things to eat)

Fungal fermentative beverages (beers, wines, and unusual fermentations from native cultures)

Fungal fermentative foods (salami, tempeh, soy sauce, etc)

Fungi in breads and bread making (leavening and sourdough)

Fungi in religion (alterning consciousness and creativity)
Fungal poisoning (the Salem witch-hunt and other travesties) 

Fungi in human disease (athlete’s foot, ringworm, and allergies)

Fungi in plant disease (agricultural impacts and ecosystem changing epidemics)
Fungi in major famines (Irish potato famine, Bengal famine, and other historical milestones)

Fungi in plant health (symbiosis, mycorrhizal associations, plant-fungal interactions)

Fungi in decomposition (recycling the forests, as well as manufactured products)

Fungi in medicine (antibiotics and health)

Fungi as models for scientific research (expanding research in biology, ecology, and medicine)

EXPECTED LEARNING OUTCOMES
Upon completion of the course, students will be able to DESCRIBE common characteristics of fungi and EXPLAIN the role of fungi in the environment.  Students will be able to DESCRIBE examples plant disease epidemics caused by fungi that have changed the course of history and to DISCUSS these events within an environmental and social context. Students will also be able to DESCRIBE the uses of fungi in food and beverages and DISCUSS the development of these products within a historical and geographical context. Students will also be able to DESCRIBE the uses of fungi in medicine and religion and DISCUSS the impact of these uses in terms of human health and social development.  Students will be able to DESCRIBE the interaction of fungi with other organisms such as insects and DISCUSS the utility of these interactions in pest management.  Students will also be able to DESCRIBE the beneficial interaction of fungi with plants and EXPLAIN how fungi help support a healthy, resilient, and sustainable ecosystem.  Students will also be able to CREATE a scientific essay with mycology as a subject, and INTEGRATE concepts and images of fungi into an academic poster.

This unlimited-user ebook is also linked through the D2L course site in Library Tools. 
Reading assignments: see lecture schedule below.  Material from primary literature and the web will be assigned during the course and this will be available from online sources or from the course website.  In addition to summary material presented in class Powerpoint presentations, additional material will be presented from online sources.  
EXAMINATIONS
There will be three midterm exams and a final exam each worth 100 points.  All exams for all sections will be given online via the D2L course site.  Students are required to complete only three of the exams and total class points earned will be based on only three exams.  If a student completes all four exams, the low score will be discarded.  On the day of each exam, the exam will open online on D2L at 8 am and will close promptly at 8 pm.  The student will have 75 minutes to complete each midterm and 120 minutes to complete the final, and the student can take the exams anytime during the open period.  There will be no class day of exams.  Reliable computer access is critical for taking online exams.  To avoid computer problems and missing an exam, students must have alternative back-up access readily available.  Students are encouraged to take exams on campus in computer labs or other locations where there are multiple terminals available.  No exceptions will be given for faulty computer connectivity.
WEEKEND QUIZZES  

Over the course of the semester, 14 weekend quizzes will be given, designed to reinforce classroom material.  These will be posted before each weekend, and will be due by Tuesday, 8 am, before the following class meeting.  Each quiz will be worth 10 points.  The highest scoring 11 quizzes will be included in grading for a total of 110 points.  The remaining 3 quizzes will be graded and points used as Extra Credit.  Not all weeks will have weekend quizzes. In addition, there will also be a pre-course and post-course survey (quiz), each worth 10 points.
WEEKLY ACTIVITIES, 100% ENGAGEMENT
Over the course of the semester, 8 weekly activities will be assigned.  These activities may include collecting fungi, taking a picture of fungi, growing fungi, drawing fungi, etc., and the purpose is to take the student beyond the classroom and out into the world of fungi all around us. Each activity will be worth 20 points.  The highest scoring 6 activities will be included in grading for a total of 100 points.  The remaining 2 activities will be graded and points used as Extra Credit.  Students will not be allowed to make up weekly activities or quizzes without letting the instructor know in advance via e-mail that they will be missing class on a given day.  
INVESTIGATIVE ESSAY
An essay will be required over the course of the semester and the subject matter must corresponding to one of the first three course sections: Fungi in our environment, Fungi in our food, or Fungi in medicine.  The essay will be 5-6 pages in length and will require literature review and citation in the subject of the student’s choosing from a list of potential subjects developed by the instructor.  Following submission of the essay, the instructor will provide editorial comments and criticisms within two weeks, and the essay returned to the student for revision.  The student will then have one additional week to resubmit the revised essay.  The essay is worth 100 points.
TERM POSTER

This assignment will complement the Investigative essay in that it will be on the same subject.  However, the content will be presented in a poster format with informational pictures, graphs, and tables. This assignments will be worth 100 pts total.  We will discuss more about this project as the semester progresses.
MISSED ASSIGNMENTS, QUIZZES, OR EXAMS POLICY

There will be no make-up exams or quizzes this semester. The lowest exam score will be dropped at the end of the semester and will not be counted for grading.  In addition, the students do not need to complete 2 weekend activities and 3 weekend quizzes. This will account for any extenuating circumstances students encounter this semester.   Further, if the student does complete the 2 extra Activities and the 3 extra quizzes, those 70 points will be counted as extra credit.
LATE POLICY
An activity, quiz, project, or essay turned in late will be reduced by a percentage of its total value based on the following schedule.  2 min<2 hr: 5%, 2<12 hr: 10%, 12<24 hr: 15%, 1<2 d: 30%, 2<4 d: 40%, 4 d and more: no credit.
