Duty Locations: Positions may be available at Customs and Border Protection, Tucson Field Operation, Tucson, AZ at Port of Entry Nogales, AZ.
Summary of Duties: The incumbent assists professional and technical staff by performing duties in support of the operation and agriculture mission.  Perform various clerical support duties such as entering field data from agriculture importations, receives and refers telephone calls, and general filing of documents related to agriculture.  Provide laboratory assistance in pest identification and specimen preparation, use insect digital imaging equipment, and deliver urgent pest interceptions to USDA Identifiers.  Assist with outreach activities such as setting up agriculture displays for tours, obtaining digital images of produce importations, drafting incident reports of significant pest interceptions, and researching pest interception data for public relations press releases. Provide inspectional assistance in cargo area by performing quarantine inspections under the direction of a trained Agriculture Specialist, assists with railcar inspections and facility compliance checks.  Provide care for seized birds awaiting final action by veterinarian.  Provide assistance to Agriculture K9 unit in setting up training exercises; provide assistance for K9 outreach events and demonstrations.  
Qualification Requirements:  Must be enrolled in or accepted for enrollment as a degree seeking student and is taking at lease a half-time academic course load in an accredited, 4  year college or university, graduate or professional school.  Student must provide proof of enrollment for each semester (spring and fall).
Customs and Border Protection Agriculture Specialist:  Targeting Biology, Science, Natural Resources majors.

Who is eligible to apply: 

· Students interested in becoming a Customs and Border Protection Agriculture Specialist.

· Students enrolled in college.
· Students must be enrolled in a 4 year accredited college.
· Students taking at least a half-time (as described by the school) course load.
· Must be a U.S. Citizen.
· Must be at least 16 years of age.
· Must be able to work for us at least 20 hours a week.
· Must clear Drug Testing and Background Investigation.

· Indicate typing speed on application or resume.
· Include detailed information regarding experience on resume or application.
