Applications are especially encouraged from members of under-represented minority groups and from women. Students must have at least Sophomore standing at the University of Arizona in order to apply.

· Work with important community stakeholders to implement project.
· Draft press release to announce completion of project and develop communication product (e.g. newsletter article, conference poster, PowerPoint presentation) to teach decision-makers and stakeholders about the project and your experience.
