BACKGROUND:  The Town of Oro Valley has received grant funding to develop a tree management plan in the Town right of ways and parks.  Ultimately, this will help the Town manage its landscape operations more efficiently.  The first step in the management plan is to perform a complete or sample tree inventory which includes identifying tree types and conducting health assessments.  Work begins in March 2012 and may continue through February 2013.  Work days and hours may be flexible but must meet schedule requirements (minimum of 16 hours per week).  
ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:

· Identify and map trees located in public right of ways, washes and parks.
· Assess tree condition using defined standards.
· Collect tree data using pen and paper or handheld device.
· Work as part of a team.
ESSENTIAL KNOWLEDGE AND SKILLS:

· Skill in identifying tree species common to southern Arizona.
· Skill in the use of common tree measuring methods.

· Skill in following standardized procedures. 
· Ability to correctly assess tree condition.
· Ability to use GPS and handheld devices.
MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:

· Ability to work in an outdoor environment.
· Physical ability to withstand adverse weather conditions.
· Basic computer skills.
· Familiarity with desert trees.
ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS and WORKING CONDITIONS:

· Work is performed in an outdoor environment; chance of encountering extreme temperatures, stinging insects, and venomous wildlife such as rattlesnakes.

· Work is performed while walking or standing for long periods of time with possible bending and stooping.
SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:

· Background check and fingerprint clearance.
