

University of Arizona Cooperative Extension 
Sustainability Externship-Summer 2012

The University of Arizona Cooperative Extension Sustainability Team is seeking resident undergraduate students for an externship program for the Summer 2012.  This Externship program is intended to provide undergraduate students with a work experience addressing community-scale sustainability projects in several rural communities throughout Arizona.  Qualified externs will be paid minimum wage ($7.65) for up to 10-12 weeks and 40 hours per week of work. These Externships will provide students with unique opportunities to develop and use their ‘in-demand’ knowledge and skills about local sustainability, as well as engaging with local stakeholders to meet the needs of a community.  Externs will work directly with and be supervised by UA Cooperative Extension Agents in their respective project communities. Preferably, students will be matched with an Externship project in the county or community of their residence.  The program is specifically not limited to science and engineering students, although US citizenship is required. Applications are especially encouraged from members of under-represented minority groups and from women. Students must have at least sophomore standing at the University of Arizona in order to apply.     
Anticipated starting date: Mid MAY, 2012

We are seeking one Externship in the following area:

· Integrated Pest Management Outreach Initiative: Phoenix, Maricopa County Extension

The Integrated Pest Management (IPM) Program in Maricopa County Extension employs technologies that provide sustainable system pest control on Arizona’s croplands through conserving natural enemy populations and reducing the number of insecticide applications from an average of 11.5 sprays per year in the 1990s to 0.5 sprays per year now.
The success in implementing these sustainable technologies will reduce the effects of pest control measures on the health of the environment.
One Extern will be employed to work with Maricopa County’s Field Crops IPM Agent to help address clientele needs regarding appropriate topics and delivery methods for information on field crops management and IPM. The Extern will help provide clientele with ongoing access to timely pest and crop management information through his/her involvement in planning meetings, conducting research and producing newsletter and educational materials to clientele.

· Report to county Cooperative Extension Director or Agent on daily to weekly basis and develop evaluation criteria and metrics to measure sustainability outcomes as well as knowledge gained through implementation of project.
· Work with important community stakeholders to implement project.
· Draft press release to announce completion of project and develop communication product (e.g. newsletter article, conference poster, PowerPoint presentation) to teach decision-makers and stakeholders about the project and your experience.
