The outdoor field experience held at Sweetwater Wetlands is hands-on, minds-on and reinforces water concepts taught in the classroom. All training is provided.
Candidates should have a strong interest in inquiry-based water education.  Basic knowledge of educational principles and methods should be enhanced with creativity and flexibility.  Strong communication skills are a must, along with the ability to translate technical information into age-appropriate presentations. Applicants should be available to work during the school day at least three days a week through May 31, 2013.

· Facilitate student discovery through hands-on, minds-on lessons.

· Incorporate local relevance into teaching (e.g. Colorado River watershed, water quality, water conservation, and ecology of wetlands).
