Volunteers assist with kitchen duties, room, lab and classroom cleaning, and outdoor maintenance & landscaping.
As a non-profit with a small staff, we rely on volunteers to keep the Station operational.  After fulfilling the 24 hour commitment, there are opportunities to assist resident researchers, attend course seminars, or to pursue your own interests.
