The Range Science Information System (RSIS) bibliography has over 1,300 annotations of peer-reviewed bibliographic citations s and documents focused on: riparian, weeds, rangeland, wildlife, vegetation and soils research. Many of the bibliographic citations contain a direct link to an online full-text retrievable copy of the article. 

Each citation includes additional research information such as: the type of article (primary research, synthesis article or case study), location of study, summary of methods, vegetation type (or area of influence), major land resource area (MLRA), major findings or main points, keywords, AGROVOC topic categories, and annotations.
