Presenter/Speaker Bios / Links:
Richard C. Collins
A native of Arizona, educated at Arizona State University (BS) and the University of Arizona (MS and PhD), Richard Collins has owned and managed farms and ranches in Arizona since the 1980s.  From 1988 to 1992, he was also Adjunct Professor in the Departments of Entomology and Veterinary Science while conducting community trials of the veterinary drug ivermectin for the control of human River Blindness in Guatemala, work that led to the present-day elimination program funded by The Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation and the Carter Center.  From 1993 to 2008, he managed the C6 Ranch in Sonoita where he now lives with his wife of fifty years, Diane.  The ranch is now managed by their son, Richard West Collins.
Starting in 2000, Collins formed the Canelo Hills Coalition, a watershed improvement group of four ranchers with FS grazing allotments in Red Rock Canyon.  Over a seven year period, the coalition was instrumental in improving riparian habitat for the endangered Gila Topminnow while qualifying for almost one million dollars in extra-mural grants for wells, pipelines, waters, fencing, and rangeland monitoring.  Grants and contracts were obtained from the ADEQ, ADA, SARE, EQUIP, NRCS and other agencies.  Over the last two years, Collins has participated in two courses in the School of Natural Resources and the Environment, Conservation Ranching and Re-connecting Ecosystems with Food Producing Systems in Southern Arizona, lecturing on Land Ethics and the Culture and Science of Limits with respect to grazing systems.
Bruce Andre [http://andrefinearts.com/]
Born in 1946 to Norwegian/Belgian stock, Bruce's roots run deep in agriculture.  After immigrating from Norway, his ancestors settled on the fertile soils of central Iowa and began farming-and the family still farms there today. His folks packed up in 1955 and headed west.  As they passed through Arizona, Bruce felt it would someday be his home, as at only 9 years old he'd been reading of cowboys, mountain men and Apache Wars of the region and felt an extreme closeness to the history there--it just took another 20 years to move there on his own.
He went through college a couple of times, and managed a Black Angus ranch in Northern California before coming to the Arizona/Mexican border in 1976.  While working as a Wildlife Biologist, he began day working on several cattle ranches along the Mexican border before going into the cattle business full time in 1980.  He worked his way up to manager, and ran a large cattle and horse operation until 2001, when he began painting and sculpting the life he'd lived since the late 60's.
Enjoying a deep passion for the wild places of the West and its amazing history, Bruce spends all his spare time exploring the "areas past the ends of the roads"-riding, hiking and searching out the sites of the Apache Wars, early mountain men, and pioneering cattlemen.

He is attempting with his art to bring a different perspective to western contemporary art--a perspective that comes from living the life he portrays.  He believes in the future of the cattle industry as a vital part of the American experience and hopes to continue to contribute to that future.
Cody Sheehy, Autonomy Productions
Cody was born in the United States, but his childhood was divided between Inner Mongolia and a small ranching community in Oregon.  Over the years, he began traveling and filming documentary projects in Mongolia and grew to love the land and people there.  He completed his masters of rangeland ecology from Oregon State University in 2007.  Currently, Cody works as a web course designer and video producer for the several extension programs at the University of California at Davis.  He also works as a freelance filmmaker for PBS affiliates in the bay area and helps coordinate the research activities of a small non-profit called the Center for the Advancement of Pastoral Systems (ICAPS).  Currently, Cody lives on a sailboat in San Francisco bay with his wife Jatta and their two dogs.
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
