The National Forests in Florida, Ocala National Forest is advertising a Forestry Technician (Fuels) position.  The Open Continuous Vacancy Announcements for this position are posted on www.usajobs.gov under announcement numbers OCRP-462-DFUEL-6/7G (Merit) and 
OCRP-462-DFUEL-6/7DP (DEMO).  When applying, select Altoona, FL as the duty location.  Referral List will be requested on or after June 18.
DUTIES
This non-supervisory position serves in a key fire management position in the zone fire management organizatioin as a Zone Fuels Technician.  Primary duties of the incumbent include drafting prescribed fire plans, monitoring fire effects, maintaining prescribed fire files, monitoring fuels and weather conditions, maintaining RAWS stations, serving on prescribed burns in positions for which qualified and assisting wildfire suppression.  
QUALIFICATIONS

This position is categorized as a District or Zone Fuels Technician (DFTEC) position in the Forest Service Fire Program Management (FS-FPM) Standard and Guide.  The FS-FPM minimum qualification standards (MQS) for this position must be attained by October 1, 2013, and thereafter must be met prior to entrance into the position as a condition of hire.  Refer to the Forest Service FS-FPM Standard Position Description Crosswalk for a full description of the selective placement factors.  
This is a secondary firefighter position under the provisions of 5 USC 8336 (c) (CSRS) and 8412 (d) (FERS).  Prior wildland firefighting experience is a mandatory prerequisite for the incumbent.  The incumbent works with several other teams and is involved in projects dealing with:  timber marking, silviculture, wildlife, recreation, special uses and other areas.

Work schedule may include weekends and holidays.
THE OCALA NATIONAL FOREST 

The Ocala NF is comprised of the Lake George and Seminole Ranger Districts; however, it is managed as one administrative unit under the District Ranger.
The Umatilla, Eustis and Mount Dora area, also known as the Golden Triangle, offers a full service community with a population of over 70,000.  There are numerous public schools in the surrounding area.  The area offers many recreation and entertainment opportunities.  A wide variety of church communities are present.  
Housing is plentiful with both rental and purchase options available.  Apartments start at approximately $550 per month, single unit rental housing starts around $700 per month.  The average home price as of October 2005 was $135,000.  
Central Florida offers abundant recreational opportunities in water sports, fishing and hunting.  The climate is “Deep South” with short mild winters and long humid summers.  The area is quickly becoming a suburb of Orlando and is located approximately 40 miles north of Orlando and 40 miles southwest of Daytona Beach.
