DUTIES for Range Technician: Field crews will work with an experienced crew lead, assisting in rangeland inventory surveys on public and private lands. Field work takes up about 85% of the position responsibilities. Must be able to navigate to sample sites using a GPS unit, use a soil survey, identify native/noxious vegetation throughout the western US, knowledge of rangeland health, rangeland conservation practices and resource concerns, experience with line point, gap intercept, vegetation cover density and height measurement, site/species reconstruction parameters and use of data recording instruments.

EDUCATION/EXPERIENCE for Range Technician: Applicant should have a degree in rangeland management, or close to completion, with at least 18 semester hours of course work in Range Management, including courses in such areas as principles of range management, range plants, range ecology, range inventories and studies, range improvements, and ranch or rangeland planning. Directly Related Plant, Animal, and Soil Sciences -- At least 15 semester hours of directly related courses in the plant, animal, and soil sciences, including at least one course in each of these three scientific areas, plant, animal, and soil sciences. Courses in such as plant taxonomy, plant physiology, plant ecology, animal nutrition, livestock production, and soil morphology or soil classification are acceptable. Related Resource Management Studies -- At least 9 semester hours of course work in related resource management subjects such as wildlife management, watershed management, natural resource or agricultural economics, forestry, agronomy, forages, and recreation management. 
A combination of education and experience of at least 42 semester hours of course work in the combination of plant, animal, soil science and natural resource management shown above, plus appropriate experience or additional education AND one year of specialized experience in rangeland plant identification and rangeland site inventory methods OR 2 years of higher level graduate education leading to a master’s degree.
