NOTE:  Applicant for this position will be required to submit to urinalysis to screen for illegal drug use prior to appointment.  Incumbents of the position will be required to submit to urinalysis to screen for illegal drug use on an ongoing basis after appointment, as directed.

WORK SCHEDULE: 40 hours per week at variable times of the day
DUTIES:

The assignment involves the performance of a wide range of duties associated with protection of agriculture, property, natural resources, and human health and safety from damage caused by wildlife.  Duties include: wildlife management and use of control techniques aimed at controlling wildlife damage, particularly that of predatory animals, when they conflict with agriculture, health, or safety.  The work is primarily concerned with WS operations relating to the cessation, alleviation, or mitigation of problems created by carnivores, feral swine, rodents, birds, and other animals in urban or rural environments.  

The assignment involves working closely with private landowners, state, county, and federal officials in developing and conducting wildlife damage management activities.  The incumbent will be required to be familiar with and know how to use computers, traps, firearms and related equipment routinely utilized in wildlife damage management operations.  Collection of tissue and blood samples for disease surveillance will be conducted.  Incumbent prepares and submits routine and special reports regarding daily, weekly or monthly activities, observations, and events.  Incumbent must demonstrate a respect for safety in all operations, including the operation of motor vehicles, firearms, control devices, and equipment.  Incumbent must have a valid State Motor Vehicle Operator’s License.  Operation of Government-owned or leased vehicles is required.  The incumbent will be required to work in office and in outdoor conditions.  Temperature, weather and noise extremes will be encountered in the performance of the outdoor work, which is often performed in remote and primitive areas.  The terrain may be uneven or rocky.  There may be exposure to extremes of weather and temperature.  The incumbent is expected to conduct duties in a safe and orderly manner, so as not to endanger self, fellow workers, or property.

Incumbent will also be expected to exercise sound judgment in the performance of assigned duties and understand the relationship between WS field operations and program objectives.  Effective communication skills and ability to work with the public, rural residents, and other agency personnel are essential.

Carrying a firearm is a condition of Employment – In the passing of the Lautenberg Amendment, Congress passed legislation which prohibits anyone who has been convicted of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence from possessing a firearm or ammunition.  If selected you will be required to sign the form, “Inquiry for Positions Requiring Possession of Firearms,” certifying that you meet this criteria.

QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS FOR AD-4 GRADE LEVEL: Applicant’s must have 6 months of general experience that demonstrates the ability to perform the work of the position or experience that provided a familiarity with the subject matter or processes of the broad subject area of the occupation.

EDUCATION SUBSTITUTION FOR AD-4 GRADE LEVEL: Successful completion of 2 years of study that included at least 12 semester hours in any combination of courses such as biology, chemistry, statistics, entomology, animal husbandry, botany, physics, agriculture, and mathematics with at least 6 of those 12 semester hours in wildlife.

For the ad-5 grade level - Applicants must have 1 year of specialized experience equivalent in level of difficulty and responsibility to the next lower level in the Federal service.  This experience is typically in, or related to, the work of the position being filled and must have equipped the applicant with the knowledge, skills, and abilities as listed is the factors of supplemental experience below.  

OR

Education Substitution at the ad-5 grade level - Successful completion of a full 4-year course of study leading to a bachelor’s degree with a major study or at least 24 semester hours in any combination of these courses: biology, chemistry, statistics, entomology, animal husbandry, botany, physics, agriculture, or mathematics with at least 6 semester hours in wildlife.

INQUIRY FOR POSITIONS REQUIRING POSSESSION OF FIREARMS

Prior to entering a position requiring the possession of a firearm and/or ammunition, you must certify that you meet the qualifications for the position in order to comply with Title 18, United States Code, Section922(g)(9) which was effective on September 30, 1996. This law prohibits anyone who has a past conviction for a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence from possessing firearms and/or ammunition. "Misdemeanor crime of domestic violence" is generally defined as any offense--whether or not explicitly described in the statute as a crime of domestic violence--which has, as its factual basis, the use or attempted use of physical force, or the threatened use of a deadly weapon, was committed by the victim's current or former domestic partner, parent, or guardian.  The term "convicted" is generally defined in the statute as excluding anyone whose conviction has been expunged

or been set aside, or has received a pardon.

This provision applies to persons convicted at any time prior to or after the passage of the September 30,

1996, amendment. Moreover, there is no exemption for law enforcement officers and agents. If you have ever been convicted of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence within the meaning of the statute, you may not be placed in a position requiring the possession of a firearm or ammunition.

Prior to being placed in a position requiring the possession of a firearm or ammunition, you must

complete this certification. Depending on your response, additional information may be required from you at a later date. Please complete the certification and sign on the appropriate line below.
