Experience identifying range grasses is a plus but not required.   Assisting with data recording and tape layout does not require any formal skills.  It will be a full day of field work in the sun involving mostly standing or walking.  
To sign up to volunteer for one of more of our upland monitoring days, or for more information including detailed time and place instructions, please contact Kristen Duarte at the Tucson BLM office at (520)258-7215 or kduarte@blm.gov.   Each volunteer will need to complete an individual volunteer agreement with BLM.   For volunteers under age 18, a parent or guardian must sign the form.
What to bring:
Hat, sunscreen, plenty of water, and a lunch.  Sturdy shoes that can withstand prickly grass seeds.  Long pants and shirt recommended.  You might also want your camera, binoculars, etc.  We'll provide maps, instructions, pencils and other field equipment.

Directions to Empire Ranch Headquarters from I-10 East:
· Exit 281, to Sonoita, Hwy 83
· Head south on Hwy 83 to the Las Cienegas National Conservation Area entrance, which is just after mile marker 40, about 19 miles south of the I-10 exit.  
· The entrance is to the left (east) and is a graded dirt road.  Look for the Highway sign for Historic Empire Ranch which directs you to the entrance road.
· Follow entrance road (LC900) for about 3 miles to the Empire Ranch Headquarters.  These are 1st buildings you see to your left.  Park in large parking area near public restrooms.

RISE SYMPOSIUM

Research Insights in Semiarid Ecosystems (RISE) Symposium  Saturday, 21 October 2017, 8:30 AM to 3:00 PM  University of Arizona Marley Auditorium (Room 230), Tucson, Arizona

The 14th annual Research Insights in Semiarid Ecosystems (RISE) Symposium will feature invited speakers and posters presenting recent research on the USDA-ARS Walnut Gulch Experimental Watershed, the University of Arizona Santa Rita Experimental Range and other outdoor laboratories in the region.  There will be time available for questions from the audience. There will also be a poster session where students and researchers are encouraged to report on and discuss completed or in-progress studies.
 
Student Poster Contest Awards:
Through a generous contribution from long-time supporter Mr. Malcolm McGregor, we are able to grant awards for outstanding student posters. A single award will be granted in each of the following categories: Best Graduate Student Poster ($500), Honorable Mention Graduate Student Poster ($200), Best Undergraduate Student Poster ($300), Honorable Mention Undergraduate Student Poster ($100). To qualify for a poster award, the work presented on the poster must have been conducted in or have used data from the Walnut Gulch Experimental Watershed (WGEW), the Santa Rita Experimental Range (SRER), or both. Entry to the contest can be made via the Symposium registration web page. Note: Students in the competition will be asked to identify at least a 30-minute window in which they will be at their poster during the poster session.
 
Registration (includes lunch):  $10 for students; $25 for all others  The deadline for registration (as a courtesy for catering plans) is 10 October 2017.  Late registrations will be accepted at the Symposium on 21 October from 8:30 to 9:00 AM.
 
Five Continuing Education Units will be awarded from the Society for Range Management Certified Professional Rangeland Managers.
 
Submission deadline for poster presentation is 10 October 2017.  Note: Space may be limited; if this is the case, priority will be based on order of abstract submission.   Please use the web site http://www.tucson.ars.ag.gov/rise/ to view the RISE program, to register for the symposium, and to submit poster abstracts and to enter the student poster contest.
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
