Project Description

The Florida Park Service is seeking qualified, part time, individuals to assist with resource management activities within the Wekiva River Basin State Parks which includes Wekiwa Springs State Park, Rock Springs Run State Reserve, and the Lower Wekiva River Preserve State Park and encompasses over 40,000 acres of conservation and recreation lands.  This is a full-time (40hrs/week) OPS position which is temporary (currently funded through June).
The primary responsibility of this position involves the treatment and removal of exotic species (with a primary focus on plant species) within the boundaries of all three park units. A variety of removal techniques will be used with herbicide use as the main resource for performing the task. The position will also require the locating and documenting of new species and new locations where exotics have been established. The position requires a self-motivated individual who works equally well on an independently basis or as part of a team. Applicant should be prepared to work under strenuous and uncomfortable outdoor conditions which can occur in central Florida environments. The Florida Park Service will provide all materials, equipment, and training needed for the safe application of chemical herbicides in the natural environment.  There may be an opportunity for the individual to assist with other resource management based tasks, for example prescribed fire and native species/habitat management activities (surveys, population enhancements and community restoration).
Qualifications

The applicant must be able to thoroughly understand technical information including herbicide labeling and instructions. Preference will be towards individuals that possess some knowledge of Florida native and exotic flora and fauna, plus a general knowledge of the use of GPS and or GIS equipment and software. The applicant will report to the Park Biologists and the Park Management. Applicants must be 18 years or older, posses a valid Florida driver’s license, and be able to operate 4x4 vehicles and All Terrain Vehicles. 
The following is an outline of additional tasks that may be required of this position:
· Updating and maintaining the existing databases
· Outreach programs to staff and public
· Coordinating with other staff and volunteers
· Exotic species monitoring including plant and animal surveys
· Photographic documentation
